     Drugs Procurement, Distribution and Payment Processing of BMSICL

It is an integrated software module for computerising the core functional area of Drugs Procurement,Distribution and Payment Processing within the organisation. The various functional areas covered in the application modules are explained in detail below.    

1.Drug List

A master data of Drugs, along with other relevant details like Drug Code, Drug Name, Dosage, Packing Information, Tender Category, Safe Stock, Reorder Level etc. are maintained in the Drug List. A new drug can be added to this list or   removed.

2.Essential Drug List

Based on type of Institution, Essential Drug List can be prepared by the Concerned Department and made available to the respective institutions. Institutions will be able to choose the items from this list for normal processes and will have the facility to request items which are not included in their respective type of institution also.

3. Indent

As part of the Indent Process, the finalised Essential Drug List will be made available to all the government health institutions in the state and to the concerned officials in the health department. The draft indent can be prepared by the concerned user in the institution, verified by the superior officer and the verified draft indent will be made available to the department health officials at the district level. At the District level facility will be given to verify the draft indent, make corrections if required and consolidate the indent at district level and make it available to the state headquarters. The Draft indent is verified further at the state headquarters and finalised by the department officials at the state level and the finalised indent will be made available to the DHS. In the indent form, the consumption history for the previous years for the respective institution will also made available to the users for making a meaningful indent (Provided the same data is made available and ported in the system by the Department). The same facility will be given to the Medical college users and DME also. Facility will also be provided to the Institution or to the DHS to generate additional indent if required. When funds are arranged by the Institution directly through other sources like Private Sponsors, Local Self Government (Panchayat), MP Fund, MLA fund etc., facility will be provided for generating Special Indents.

4.Procurement

Based on the indents received from the Directorate of Heath Services, Directorate of Medical Education, and request from other agencies like the local bodies etc. and depending on the budget availability the procurement plan is prepared and finalised. There will be different level of users to prepare the Procurement list, Verify the same and to approve the plan. The quantity to be procured, the distribution to the warehouses and the supply schedule etc. are finalised at this stage. The approved procurement plan is taken for the tendering.

5.Tender

Based on the approved procurement plan the tender is prepared. The tender fee, EMD, security deposit details, Tender sale date, pre-bid date closing date, opening date, terms and conditions etc are captured in the system. As part of the tender processing activities like Tender Form Sales, Pre-bid details, tender opening details, Tender technical evaluation details will also be captured in the system. The price details of the technical short listed vendors for their short listed products are captured in the system after the commercial bid opening. The tender tabulation will be done through the system and the price negotiation details and the selected vendors with their items, quantity and price will also be captured in the system.

6.Purchase

Based on the final tabulation the LOI can be issued to the respective vendors through the system for the complete quantity for the contract period. Facility is provided for the vendor to view the LOI, acknowledge the same and submit the agreement and security deposit details through the system online. On receipt of the security deposit and agreement, purchase order will be issued for the quantity required for the first few months. Further orders will be issued based on the consumption of the items from the warehouse considering the reorder level stock.              

7.Delivery

The vendors will be able to view the purchase orders released on them. At the time of dispatch of materials from the vendor the complete details of the items dispatched like the item, quantity, batch number, expiry date, shelf life, packing details including box numbers, courier details, expected date of delivery at warehouse etc. are captured. Facility is provided to attach the test reports and invoice. On receipt of the items at the warehouse the warehouse staff needs to verify the items received based on the dispatch details from the vendor and discrepancies if any will be captured. After that items are taken in to the stock and material receipt certificate will be generated by the system. While arranging the drugs in the racks, facility is provided to capture the rack details along with the batch number of the drugs. The details of MRC are made available to concerned users departments in the DHS and also to the vendor.

8.Quality

System will automatically select the box number from which the samples are to be selected for quality check from each warehouse. One sample unit of each batch from each warehouse is to be forwarded to the QC section with in a specified period from the date of receipt of items. The time period will be monitored by the system. The dispatch details are captured in the system. The courier has specified

delivery schedule and the same are also captured by the system. On receipt of the samples from the warehouse QC has to acknowledge the same. From one unit sample the required quantity is forwarded to QA section after hiding the vendor details and only with the sample code. The remaining items of that unit are kept separately as control batch. The other sample units of the same batch received from various other warehouses are kept in QC as common batch. At QA the samples are forwarded to the empanelled labs. The labs are selected randomly by the system. Labs are also provided with the access to the solution. The details of items dispatched to them will be available to the respective labs. They need to acknowledge the receipt of the items first. Further after the test the result need to be uploaded to the system along with their testing charge details. The same will be available to QA and QA will forward the result to QC. If the quality test is passed the items will be made available for release to the institution. If the quality test is failed the samples are forwarded to the government lab through QA. If it passes the test the items are made available for release and if it fails, the items are rejected and the stock has to be removed from all the warehouses and destroyed.

9.Release

Once the quality test is passed the items are ready for release to the institution. Based on the requirements from the various institutions the items will be stocked at the District warehouse or moved to the district civil surgeon’s office. Facility is to be provided to the institutions to raise their monthly request. Depending on the availability of stock the same is approved by the warehouse manager/District Civil Surgeon. Depending on the type of institutions the delivery plan is fixed for different type of institutions based on their consumption. The bigger hospitals like the district hospitals will receive multiple deliveries in a month where as smaller institution like PHC will get delivery in once in a month or once in two months etc. At the time of despatch of items to the Institution first a material issue note is prepared. The system will suggest the batch numbers and the rack position for the identifications of the items quickly and to ensure the First expiry first out policy (FEFO). A despatch note is prepared giving the batch numbers of the items issued with the quantity and also the consumption details of the institution during the financial year. The complete consumption details (Pass book information) of respective institutions are made available online to the respective users. Facility is provided for the institution to acknowledge the receipt of the item.

10.Payment

Once the materials are received at the warehouse, MRC raised, QC passed and the original invoice is received, then the payment processing starts based on the same. The payments are processed based on the Terms and Conditions as specified in the Purchase Order Terms, Agreement, Approved Schedule of Delivery, Actual Delivery, Quality Approval etc. Various charges are levied for variations in delivery of the consignments. Based on confirmation to the terms and conditions as laid down, facility is provided to process the payments. On verification and approval of the payment the same is released to the vendor and the details of payment are captured in the system.

11.Management Information System

This module helps generate valuable and timely Management Information Reports that facilitate better control of the organisation and enhance the efficiency of day-to-day operations.
