A	INTRODUCTION

1. SCOPE OF BID 

Bihar Medical Services and Infrastructure Corporation Limited [name of purchaser] on behalf of Government of Bihar (hereinafter referred to as ‘Purchaser’), invites bids for the supply/testing/installation /commissioning of item /goods as specified in the Schedule of Requirements.

2. FRAUD AND CORRUPTION 

2.1 It is required that the Purchasers as well as Bidders/Suppliers/Contractors observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement and execution of Contracts. In pursuance of this policy, the Purchaser: 


(a) defines, for the purposes of this provision, the terms set forth below as follows: 

(i) “corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting of anything of value to influence the action of a public official in the procurement process or in Contract execution; and 

(ii) “fraudulent practice” means a misrepresentation of facts and / or concealment of fact in order to influence a procurement process or the execution of a Contract to the detriment of the Purchaser; it includes collusive practices among bidders (prior to or after bid submission) designed to establish bid prices at artificial, noncompetitive levels and to deprive the Purchaser of the benefits of free and open competition. 


(b) will declare a firm ineligible and debar the firm, either indefinitely or for a stated period of time, to be awarded a Contract if it at any time determines that the firm has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for, or in executing, a contract. In such cases, appropriate legal action as per court of law shall be initiated for which the concerned bidder shall be solely responsible. 

3	ELIGIBLE OEM/BIDDERS

3.1 The eligible OEM/bidder should be registered with appropriate authorities in India to supply the tendered item, against Technical Specifications given in the bid document. 

3.2 In respect of the filter applied for experience criteria, the Bidder or its OEM {themselves or through reseller(s)} should have regularly, manufactured and supplied same or similar Category Products to any Central / State Govt Organization / PSU for the last three Financial years (2019-20, 2020-21, 2021-22) before the bid opening date. 3.4 A firm declared ineligible by the Purchaser in accordance with ITB Sub-Clause 2.1 (b) shall be ineligible to bid for a contract during the period of time determined by the Purchaser.

3.5 Pursuant to ITB Clause 12, the Bidder shall furnish, as part of its bid, documents establishing, to the purchaser’s satisfaction, the Bidder’s eligibility to bid. 


4. ONE BID PER BIDDER 
A firm shall submit only one bid either individually or as a partner of a joint venture. A firm that submits either individually or, as a member of a joint venture, more than one bid will cause all the proposals with the firm’s participation to be disqualified. 


5. COST OF BIDDING 

The bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of the bid. The Purchaser will, in no case, be responsible or liable for these costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the biding process.


6. ALTERNATIVE TENDER 
Alternative Tenders are not permitted. 

B. THE BIDDING DOCUMENTS 

7. CONTENTS OF BIDDING DOCUMENTS 

7.1. The goods required to be supplied; bidding procedures and contract terms and conditions are prescribed in the Bidding Documents. 

7.2. The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms and specifications in the Bid Documents. Failure to furnish all information required as per the Bid Documents or submission of the bids not substantially responsive to the Bid Documents in every respect will be at the bidder’s risk and may result in rejection of the bid.

10.1. At any time, prior to the date of submission of Bids, the Purchaser may, for any reason, whether at its own initiative or in response to a clarification requested by a prospective bidder, or pursuant to ITB Clause 9, modify bid documents by amendments. 

10.2. The amendments shall be notified by uploading the same at http://eproc2bihar.gov.in and/or website of BMSICL i.e. www.bmsicl.gov.in.
10.3. In order to afford prospective bidders a reasonable time to take the amendment into account in preparing their bids, the purchaser may, at its discretion, extend the deadline for the submission of bids suitably. 

C. PREPARATION OF BIDS 

11. LANGUAGE OF BID 

The bid, as well as all correspondence and documents relating to the bid exchanged by the Bidder and the Purchaser, shall be written in English language. However, the purchaser as well as bidder may correspond in Hindi language also. 

12. DOCUMENTS CONSTITUTING THE BID 

The bid prepared by the bidder shall comprise the following components:

(a) A Bid Form and a Price Schedule;
(b) Documentary evidence establishing that the Bidder is eligible and qualified to perform the contract if its bid is accepted; 
(c) Documentary evidence establishing that the goods and ancillary services to be supplied by the Bidder conform to the bidding documents.
(d) Earnest Money Deposit (EMD) in from of bank guarantee only.

13.1. The bidder shall give the total composite price inclusive of all Levies & Taxes i.e. GST, packing, forwarding, freight, octroi/entry tax and insurance etc. Price should be as per the price schedule given in Section IV. No Foreign exchange will be made available by the purchaser. 

13.2. The price quoted by the bidder shall remain fixed during the entire period of contract and shall not be subject to variation on any account. A bid submitted with an adjustable price quotation will be treated as non-responsive and rejected.

D. SUBMISSION OF TENDERS 

20. Method of Bids submission 

20.1. The tender shall be submitted in online and in physical form. 

20.2. Technical bid should contain the clause-by-clause compliance statement for the quoted goods vis-à-vis the technical specifications in the tender enquiry in addition to other required document as mentioned in TE Document.

20.3. Technical bid should contain the brochure, catalogue of offered/ quoted items which should reasonably explain in detail about the quoted items & it should also confirm the clause –by-clause compliance of technical specification as asked in TE Document and other technical details incorporated by the purchaser in the TE documents to establish technical responsiveness of the goods and services offered in its tender.

21.   LATE BIDS

E. BID OPENING AND EVALUATION 

22. OPENING OF BIDS BY PURCHASER 

22.1. The purchaser shall open the technical bids in the presence of bidders or their authorized representatives who chose to attend, at the due date and time of bid opening. The bidder’s representatives, who are present, shall sign in an attendance register. Authority letter to this effect shall be submitted by the bidders before they are allowed to participate in bid opening.

22.2. A maximum of two representatives of any bidder shall be authorized and permitted to attend the bid opening. 

22.3. The price bids of bidders whose Technical bids are found technically responsive and comply with the bid documents will only be considered for financial evaluation. The date of opening of financial bids shall be communicated to such bidders, whose Technical bids are found technically responsive. The bidder’s representative may be present at the time of opening of price bid at the pre-appointed time, date and venue. 

22.4. The date fixed for opening of bids, if subsequently declared as holiday by the Government, the revised date of schedule will be notified. However, in absence of such notification, the bids will be opened on next working day, time and venue remaining unaltered. 




23. CONTACTING THE PURCHASER 

23.1. No bidder shall try to influence the Purchaser on any matter relating to its bid, from the time of the bid opening till the time the contract is awarded.

24. AWARD CRITERIA

The purchaser also reserves the right to increase the ordered quantity by up to 50% of the contracted quantity during the currency of the contract at the contracted rates. 5.1 	If, at any time, during the continuance of this contract, the performance in whole or in part by either party of any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by reasons of any war or hostility, acts of the public enemy, civil commotion, sabotage , fires, floods, explosions, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, lockouts or act of God (hereinafter referred to as events) provided notice of happenings of any such eventuality is given by either party to the other within 21 days from the date of occurrence thereof, neither party shall by reason of such event be entitled to terminate this contract nor shall either party have any claim for damages against other in respect of such non-performance or delay in performance, and deliveries under the contract shall be resumed as soon as practicable after such an event come to an end or cease to exist, and the decision of the Purchaser as to whether the deliveries have been so resumed or not shall be final and conclusive. Further that if the performance in whole or part of any obligation under this contract is prevented or delayed by reasons of any such event for a period exceeding 90 days, either party may, at its option, terminate the contract.

5.2  Provided, also that if the contract is terminated under this clause, the Purchaser shall be at liberty to take over from the Supplier at a price to be fixed by the purchaser, which shall be final, all unused, undamaged and acceptable materials, bought out components and stores in course of manufacture which may be in possession of the Supplier at the time of such termination or such portion thereof as the purchaser may deem fit, except such materials, bought out components and stores as the Supplier may with the concurrence of the purchaser elect to retain. 

6. TERMINATION FOR DEFAULT 

6.1 The Purchaser may, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written notice of default, sent to the supplier, terminate this contract in whole or in part 

a) If the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods within the time period(s) specified in the contract, or any extension thereof granted by the; 
b) if the supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the Contract; and 
c) if the supplier, in either of the above circumstances, does not remedy his failure within a period of 15 days (or such longer period as the purchaser may authorize in writing) after receipt of the default notice from the purchaser. 

d) If the Supplier, in the judgment of the Purchaser, has engaged in corrupt and fraudulent practices in competing for executing the Contract, pursuant to ITB Clause 2.

If the supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent as declared by the competent court provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the purchaser. 

8. TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE 

8.1 The Purchaser, by written notice sent to the Supplier, may terminate the Contract, in whole or in part, at any time for its convenience. The notice of termination shall specify that termination is for the Purchaser’s convenience, the extent to which performance of the Supplier under the Contract is terminated, and the date upon which such termination becomes effective.

9.2 If the parties even after 30 days fail to resolve their dispute or difference by such mutual consultation, then either the Purchaser or the Supplier may give notice to the other party of its intention to commence arbitration, with respect to such disputes or differences arising out of the terms and conditions of the contract in accordance with the procedure prescribed under Bihar Public Works Contracts Disputed Arbitration Tribunal Act 2008. 

9.3 The arbitration shall be in accordance with the procedure prescribed under the Bihar Public Works Contracts Disputed Arbitration Tribunal Act 2008.

9.4 Notwithstanding any reference to arbitration herein, 

(a) the parties shall continue to perform their respective obligations under the Contract unless they otherwise agree; and
(b) the Purchaser shall pay the Supplier any monies due the Supplier.

9.5 The contract shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of India from the time being in force. All disputes arising out of this tender will be subject to jurisdiction of courts of law in Patna

10. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY 

Except in cases of criminal negligence or willful misconduct, and in the case of infringement,
